Ans 1. (a) Both A and R are true and R is the correct explanation of A.
The National Human Rights Commission (NHRC) established in 1993, is an independent statutory body as per
the provisions of the Protection of Human Rights Act of 1993 which was amended in 2006.
Ans 2. (b). Practice of forcing workers to work without any wages
Begar is a practice where the worker is forced to render service to the 'master’ free of charge or at a nominal
remuneration. When this practice takes place on a life-long basis, it is called the practice of bonded labour.
Ans 3. (d). America considered them as enemies and linked them to the attack on New York on 11th
September, 2001
Secretly, 600 people from all over the world were picked up by American government and were put in a prison
in Guantanamo Bay. The government claimed them as the enemies of the US soil & linked them to the attack
on New York on 11 September 2001, without a legit proof.
Ans 4. (b) Right to constitutional remedies
Ambedkar described 'The Right to Constitutional Remedy' as the ‘heart and soul'of the Indian constitution.
Because when any of our rights is violated, we can seek remedy through courts. If it is a Fundamental Right,
we can directly approach the Supreme Court or the High Court of the state.
Ans 5. (b) Yugoslavia
After World War I, Kosovo became an autonomous province of Serbia in the Socialist Federal Republic of
Yugoslavia (S.F.R.Y.). The 1974 Yugoslav Constitution gave Kosovo (along with VVojvodina) the status of a
Socialist Autonomous Province within Serbia.

Bugyals are alpine pasture lands, or meadows, in higher elevation range between 3,300 metres (10,800 ft) and
4,000 metres (13,000 ft) of the Himalayas in the Indian state of Uttarakhand, where they are called "nature’'s
own gardens".

Ans 8. (c) Serengeti National Park

Serengeti National Park in Tanzania was created from 14,760 square kilometers of Maasai grazing land. After
the establishment of game reserves, pastoralists were no longer allowed inside. They could neither hunt animals
nor graze their cattle in the fields.

Ans 9. (d) bothaand b

Gaddi Shepherds are a community belonging to the Indian states of Jammu and Kashmir and Himachal Pradesh.
They rear goats and sheep.

Ans 10. (a) H S Gibson

H.S Gibson was the deputy conservator of forest in Darjeeling. H.S GIBSON wrote in 1913 that the forest
which was used for grazing and farming cannot be used for any other purpose and was unable to yield timber
and fuel, which were the main forest produce.
